All apple pickers will be assessed regularly to ensure
they are not bruising the fruit. There will be no work for apple pickers who do not meet our standards so it is up to you to be careful.

For those of you who are finishing up today or Sunday we thank you for your efforts and hope that your time with us has been
enjoyable and that you have good memories of working on the R J Cornish orchard in Cobram. We wish you well for your future.
